	 I received an email from Mr. Ar-
thur Pease, whose parents were very ac-
tive in Wentworth Grange and when that 
Grange closed, they transfered to Mt. 
Cube Grange of Orford. He wrote to me 
because he was doing research about 
there being another Grange in Orford in 
the 1870’s.  
	 In the course of the conversation, 
I told him that he was my 10th grade ge-
ography teacher at Concord High School.  
He said he did teach at CHS but didn’t 
remember me. He wasn’t sure if I was 
mixed up, but he emailed some photos of 
himself at Grange meetings.   As soon as 
I saw them, I knew it was him. He was a 
great teacher and someone I knew I could 
trust.   
	 To research the answer to his ques-
tion I read the State Grange Journals from 
the beginning to the 1890’s.   After three 
days of looking, I found it. There was a 
Grange called Union Grange # 59 of Or-
ford.  The Grange was organized in 1877. 
Within a couple of years a fire destroyed 
their building. It was  a major fire and the 
Grange lost all their records, and proper-
ty.  The Grange approached the NH State 
Grange for a loan to rebuild and it was 
granted.   After the loan was repaid to the 
NH State Grange, Union Grange of Or-
ford closed their doors.for good.  
	 Mt. Cube Grange # 236 of Orford 
was organized a few years later and con-
tinued  for many years. NH Governor 
Meldrim Thomson and his wife Gail were 
members of this Grange until they passed 
away. I found out for Arthur Pease that 
his father and his mother transferred their 
membership to Mt. Cube Grange when 
Wentworth Grange closed.   		
	 A couple of weeks ago he came to 
Concord and brought some Grange pho-
tos with him. They didn’t have any names 
and he wanted to know if I could identify 
them.  I did most of them.  We had a great 
time talking about his teaching. He and 
his wife are living in Lebanon. I am hop-
ing he will come to the State Session and 

join the Grange.   
	 I am still having a problem with 
Moultonborough Grange.  I did get some 
books from the last Secretary for this 
Grange. I made a few telephone calls and 
found out the Historical Society has left 
the Grange sashes and Grange imple-
ments where they were last used.  How-
ever, trying to get a return telephone call 
is terrible.   I can only hope with summer 
coming, they might be open for the sea-
son and I can try to contact someone .   
	 I was looking at the 75th anniver-
sary report and found the First Degree 
was conferred at the State Session by 
Thornton Grange # 31 of Merrimack in 
1886.   The Fourth Degree was conferred 
by Daniel Webster Grange of Webster.  
The Sixth Degree was adopted in 1886 
by the National Grange and conferred in 
New Hampshire for the first time in 1887.   
	 I was reading the 1946 State 
Grange Journal as they met in Roches-
ter.  The class of candidates featured the 
Honorable C. Wesley Lyons, Mayor of 
Rochester, and six hundred fifty-five can-
didates received the lessons of the Sixth 
Degree in two classes. Cora French, 
Stanley French,  Frank Hayes, Charlotte 
Horr, and Myrtle Keniston were some of 
the candidates that I recognized.  
	 The State Youth Report in 1946 
asked  each Subordinate and Pomona 
Grange Master to appoint a Youth Com-
mittee of three to work with the Lecturer 
and Master to encourage the young peo-
ple to participate in  youth drill  and de-
gree teams and any other way they are 
fit to aid our Youth, the future men and 
women in our organization.   The State 
Youth Committee also requested  $200 
hundred dollars  from the State Grange 
to work with.   Ruth Fuller was the Chair-
man of the State Youth Committee giving 
this report.

	 Spring is struggling to make its ap-
pearance with hopeful signs of renewal 
for another growing season in our gar-
dens and hopefully within our Granges. 
How many of you have been planting the 
seeds of Grange growth in your commu-
nities? Did anyone take the challenge I 
put out in my last column about discuss-
ing the bobcat hunting season and putting 
it in the newspaper? 
	 Any positive activity of our Grang-
es should be advertised, the weeds of neg-
ativity should not. I am seeing Granges 
that are struggling and they usually have 
negativity in the ranks and that negativ-
ity is spilling over into the community 
and that is not a good image for us. One 
way to try and correct this image both in 
the Grange and in the community is to 
have a Visioning and work with what has 
been accomplished afterward. At a recent 
meeting with the Stratford Selectboard 
I suggested a Visioning to motivate the 
sleepy community where getting people 
active in the community is not happening.
	 For those who attended the work-
shop on building community at Spring 
Fling it was a great interactive time and 
I hope you will take some of the ideas 
and implement them in your Granges and 
communities. When Chris came up short 
on speakers he asked me if I could talk 
for two hours, and I said no but I will get 
the attendees to.  As it turned out we had 
more than two hours of discussion and 
sadly had to stop. Great enthusiasm.
	 Commitment is another way of 
helping the Grange grow. If you say you 
will do something, follow through and do 
it. The reason I ended up with a 2-hour 
workshop is because people told Chris 
they would be there to do a workshop. As 
Chris tried to finalize the schedule people 
who had committed were not responsive 
and were no-shows. This is contrary to our 
obligation and does not help the Grange. 
When others are expecting you, be there, 
as promised.

	 What did your Grange do during 
Grange Month to proclaim your Grange 
to the community? In Colebrook the Ki-
wanis have a new electronic sign on Main 
Street for local information. They had 
“April is Grange Month. Check them 
out.” Also the local paper had the Grange 
Month Proclamation in a ¼ page ad. Due 
to weather and no heat in the Stratford 
Grange Hall they decided to have an Open 
House with several activities in June.
	 While perusing the internet so see 
what other Granges are doing and to see 
what kind of image we have I stumbled 
upon a recurring theme nationwide. 
Granges are growing where the commu-
nities are working on local, organic farms 
and communities. Local protects the food 
chain from terrorists rather than confined 
in one easy target or damaging weather 
area. This trend is growing and we need 
to jump on it. The other recurring theme 
is the gap between the local Grange 
growth and the non-organic stance of Na-
tional Grange. That is not helping us to 
grow. Many Granges across the country 
are working on resolutions to make the 
Grange more welcoming to this trend by 
changing the direction of the Grange to 
the popular ideals of the growing local 
and organic/non-GMO communities. 
	 Past National Membership Di-
rector Rusty Hunt told us to “make the 
Grange fit the prospective member, not 
the other way around.” With more and 
more Americans choosing non-GMO and 
organic and foreign countries are refusing 
those products seems like disaster for our 
farmers.
