Summer is sizzling on. For me it's
been a difficult summer full of lots of let
downs.

To start off with I did not receive any
filled out suggestions for Ag Awards
by July. Richard Patten has been nice
enough to find a suggestion for an award
and my committee will start working on
what we would like to do.

For those that have not heard yet we
have a new Assistant State Veterinarian,
Dr. Nate Harvey. If the name sounds
familiar to anyone, the Harveys are a
long time Grange family from Epping,
New Hampshire’s Rockingham Grange.
Dr. Harvey is Dan and Louise Harvey's
grandson.

Unfortunately, due to town things
where I live, I have gotten the chance to
chat with Dr. Harvey and find him very
personable. After much help from the
Farm Bureau and old friends it seems
like things are coming out all right. One
thing that I have learned this year is that
even though the State of New Hampshire
does not do testing on waterfowl and they
are not required to be tested for exhibit at
the fairs, to breed and sell them and to
sell live geese and ducks you have to pay
to get them tested. For my twenty-nine
geese and two ducks it was a little over
$300, but, if all the testing goes well, T
am the only person in NH that has had
their geese tested and therefore the only
person that can currently legally sell
geese and baby geese.

A little on the bright side, my neigh-
bor and I have made a couple batches of
Bread and Butter pickles and the cukes
are still coming. He was all excited when
he was telling me about how he harvest-
ed his potatoes that he's been growing
in five-gallon buckets and out of five
buckets he was able to feed about twenty
people with potato salad plus had some
potatoes left over for other good eats.

Last year was the first year he had
done potatoes, and he had told me his

plan to dig a trench, plant and dig them up.
Knowing he was turning 79 and having
health issues, last year I gave him a bunch
of five-gallon buckets with the bottom
cut off and said, “Instead, take your soil
put in about 2" put in your cut and cured
eyes and then add a few inches of soil on
top. Every week add another gallon of
soil until the bucket is a little over 1/2
full”. At the end of last year we dumped
the buckets into his garden cart attached
to the lawn mower and picked out the po-
tatoes. It was at that point he told me he
was glad I talked him out of digging them
and putting them in the ground because in
the summer heat he really can't breathe to
be harvesting them as he was planning.

I keep telling him just because you
have difficulties doesn't mean you have to
stop doing things you enjoy. It means you
have to outsmart your body to continue
doing it.

Hope to see you all at State Session and
remember without Agriculture we will
not be around long.

3. Entries are judged according to the me-
dium used.

4. Pastels, Charcoal and pencil entries
must be treated for permanency to stop
smudging.

5. Nude entries will not be accepted or
displayed.

6. Size must not exceed 24 x 36 including
the frame. 3-D objects must not be more
than 24 x 36 x 24.

7. All entries must be framed (NO
GLASS) or have a firm backing so they
can be properly displayed

8. Non-breakable covering is acceptable.
Glass-covered entries will not be judged.
Do NOT send any glass with entries.

9. Only one entry per category per per-
son.

10. There are three divisions within each
category:

Division I - Subordinate Grange members

Division II - Junior Grange members age 5-9
Division II - Junior Grange age 10-14

12. Awards: Small cash prizes will be

given for the 1st, 2nd, and 3rd place in each
category.

13. Labeling: Each entry should be properly
labeled with Name, Grange, Division and Cat-
egory. You can use the labels provided in this
Lecturer’s packet.

Dictionary Project

It is time for that annual ques-
tion, “How much are the dictionaries this
year?” The answer is: $3.00 a book from
the warehouse, which means $72.00 for
a case of 24. Yes, that is an increase of
fifty cents per book. The prices have held
steady for several years now, and a raise
in price is to be expected. It is still very
good value for the money, when one con-
siders the price of books in a bookstore.
There are somewhat less expensive op-
tions on The Dictionary Project website
www.dictionaryproject.org, but A Stu-
dents Dictionary with the gazeteer in the
back provides so much to enhance stu-
dent learning that it is worth the price.

If your Grange orders books
through Suncook Valley Pomona Grange,
you have been paying an extra ten cents
per book to cover the costs of labels and
the shipping of partial cases of books. To
soften the blow of the price increase, this
year Suncook Valley Pomona will absorb
the cost of the labels, but you will be
asked to pay the cost of shipping the par-
tial cases. Whenever possible Suncook
Valley Pomona will try to deliver the ex-
tra books by other means, but sometimes
the mail is the only reasonable way to
move a few books from here to there.

Please consider finding sponsors
to pay for all or some of the dictionaries
your Grange orders. Sponsors can be rec-
ognized on the dictionary labels. More
than one sponsor can be recognized on a
single label, or a Grange can have several
different labels according to the amount
of the donation a sponsor has provided.

If your Grange can no longer pro-
vide dictionaries to a school or town,
please make an effort to find another
sponsor. Nationwide, there are thousands
of groups and individuals who provide
dictionaries to students in their area. The
Dictionary Project is not specific to the
Grange, and there is no shame in find-
ing another organization to co-sponsor
or even take over the project. The shame
comes when a school has to be dropped
from the Dictionary Project list and stu-
dents no longer receive dictionaries be-
cause a Grange has dropped the project.

On Monday June 18, 2018,Mo-
hawk Grange of Colebrook presented the
Grange Community Citizen Award to the
Colebrook Garden Club. It is doubly un-
fortunate that no one from the club could
attend and also that the club is dissolv-

ing. This club was formed originally in

the 1920s or 1930s and participation has
ebbed and flowed over the years as mem-
bership grows and decreases. This mani-
festation of the club was formed on April
16,1990 to make the town more appealing
for visitors and residents.

Ellen Moore was the first Presi-
dent of the club but there has been a long
list of volunteers and leaders throughout
the years. They have taken care of plant-
ing flowers at the Memorial Lot, the turn
around by Howards, the turn around by
Northern Outlet, and the rest area. At
the rest area the State bought the plants
for them but everywhere else the Gar-
den Club bought them. They would raise
funds through annual plant sales and gar-
den tours along with floats in the 4th of
July parade. Over the years they have tak-
en care of the front of the First Colebrook
Bank, which paid them a bit to take care
of in front of the bank. When the Viet-
nam Traveling Wall came to Colebrook in
2003 they decorated the ends with plants.

In recent years they worked with
the Colebrook Downtown Development
Association and planted the whiskey
barrels along main street along with the
hanging plants. At Christmas time they
got poinsettias for UCVH, ISPA, Home
Health, Monadnock Village, Colby Com-
mons, Coos County Nursing Home,
Vershire, and Mental Health. They also
purchased a grow lab for the elementary
school to get the younger children inter-
ested in plants in 1995. In May of 2001
they went to Lancaster to help residents
form their own garden club.

This group had their monthly meet-
ings and at one of those meeting Claire
Owen brought in some checks from the
Colebrook Garden Club in the 1930s.
Membership and participation is the
lifeblood of any club and this club has
had membership wane. Now is the time
for people to get interested in becoming

members and keeping up the traditions |

these people have started and maintained.
Let’s not let this club fall by the wayside
and maybe the town should provide some
funds to help them keep this town looking
as nice as it has been.
